Civil Engineering and Our Communities 

Community is important to our profession because one 

of the basic purposes of the civil engineering profession 

is to serve the community. In turn, it is our communi-

ties that define the set of activities and/or knowledge 

that are useful and valued in our society. As a result, 

recognizing and listening to the diverse communities 

we come from and serve will make for a stronger civil 

engineering profession.  

What types of communities might we find within our profession? The prima-

ry ones I think of include: learners, instructors, and practitioners. All these 

engineering communities come from and serve the broader “community of 

the whole.” 

Our community of learners, particularly in engineering and the sciences, must 

be a community of creativity, inventiveness, and teamwork. Human capital is 

like a natural resource, with a large reservoir of talent available for profes-

sions like civil engineering to discover and develop. Like an oil field, if we 

keep mining the same talent pools over and over, we risk stunting or even 

shrinking the potential growth of our profession. Fortunately there is ample 

opportunity to expand the available talent pool through increased diversity 

and inclusivity. We must consider strategies that can help us find the next

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neering, and math) pipeline. Also, we must consider how 

we can build a workplace that will make aspiring young 

civil engineers want to stay in the profession.  

Engineering education also involves a community of in-

structors. Because engineering programs are part of a larg-

er university academic environment, this community of 

instructors can be an incredibly diverse and rich resource. 

Universities and grant-funding agencies have done their 

utmost to encourage inter-disciplinary research, yet I think 

this inter-disciplinary approach has been somewhat lost in 

translation when applied to the engineering classroom. In 

over six years of undergraduate and graduate engineering 

education and hundreds of hours in the engineering class-

room, I cannot remember a class where a non-engineer 

actually gave a lecture. Admittedly this observation is 

growing more ancient every year, but I find it a stark con-

trast to the professional world I entered post-graduation, 

where I interact with biologists, environmental scientists, 

parks and urban planners, landscape architects on an al-

most daily basis.  

In the fields of engineering of applied sciences, there is 

also an extended community of professional practitioners 

that can lend significant insight and lessons learned from 

“the real world.” The typical approach for leveraging the 

professional community is to bring practicing engineers to 

advise students during a “capstone” design course later 

during the undergraduate curriculum. But might it be 

more effective for engineering programs to involve profes-

sional practitioners earlier and more often, to help increase 

interest and bring real-world experience into the engineer-

ing classroom? Moreover, practitioners can play a vital 

role in introducing and inviting K-12 learners to the civil 

engineering profession. 

Finally, civil engineers must recognize their responsibili-

ties to the community of the whole. Our attitudes about 

public safety, sustainability, and concerns about environ-

mental and social justice all are a reflection of community 

values. Engineers must listen to the needs and desires of 

our communities, integrating the sometimes divergent 

perspectives. In the past, engineering ethics has focused 

on professional practice, business, and workplace ethics; 

societies like the Order of the Engineer continue to remind 

engineers of their paramount commitment to public safe-

ty. More recently, the engineering profession has expand-

ed their ethical horizons to social and environmental jus-

tice. In particular, Engineers without Borders has helped 

both students and professionals alike become cognizant of 

their personal agency and professional obligations to the 

developing world.  

Recognizing and listening to the diverse communities we 

come from and serve will make for a stronger civil engi-

neering profession and create a better world for all. Do 

you have thoughts on civil engineering and our communi-

ties?
